
Real cases of offences or criminal acts for which a decision has been rendered  
by the Licence Issue and Maintenance Committee (LIMC) following a licence application.

Note: Although some of the cases listed seem to be similar while the LIMC’s decision is different, it is particularly factors such as the 
circumstances or facts that led to the offence, the link with real estate brokerage practice, or the risk of reoffending that determine the final 
verdict regarding licence issuance, licence restrictions or conditions, or refusal.
